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Purpose
1 This short guidance note has been produced to support you, end-point assessment organisations (EPAOs) already on the register of end-point assessment organisations (the register), to understand the English and maths gateway requirements for apprenticeship standards.  
Gateway review
2 Before you deliver end-point assessment for the standard and assessment plan you are registered to assess against, you must ensure that the apprentice has passed the gateway review. 
3 The gateway review sets out the requirements that an apprentice must meet before they can commence end-point assessment. The requirements will be listed in the assessment plan and will include:

· any mandatory on-programme qualifications which need to be achieved; 
· any specific requirements set out in the assessment plan (such as completing a logbook or service record);

· satisfactory evidence (as determined by the employer and supported by the training provider) that the apprentice has achieved the necessary knowledge, skills and behaviours as set out in the standard;
· the achievement of English and maths qualifications. 

English and maths
4 The minimum requirements for English and maths are set out in the  apprenticeship funding and performance management rules. Any additional English and maths requirements will be set out in the apprenticeship standard and assessment plan.  

5 The apprentice may have already achieved an English and/or maths qualification. As part of your gateway review you will need to validate that the English and/or maths qualification they hold is an acceptable equivalent.  

6 Currently the following qualifications in English and maths are accepted as equivalent prior qualifications.

7 If the apprentice holds an overseas English and/or maths qualification they are required to establish that the qualification is equivalent to GSCE A* to C (4 to 9). This is determined through using the UK’s national agency responsible for providing information and opinion on academic, vocational and professional qualifications from across the world, the National Academic Recognition Information Centre (UK NARIC). 
8 In the main we would expect evidence to be in the form of the qualification certificate. Where the certificate is not available then a formal transcript or notification of results. Where either a certificate or formal notification of results is not available, but the apprentice has other evidence which may be acceptable, you should contact us directly so we can offer advice on the verification of the evidence.
